1.
On the road
· Keep sober

· Don’t take chances

· Ensure that your vehicle is in a good and roadworthy condition

· Discipline yourself  to the rules of the road

· Allow adequate rest periods

· Drive defensively as to allow for the mistakes of others

2.
Swimming

· Do not go in the water on a full stomach, if you are tired or intoxicated

· Do not swim in dangerous areas or where you are not familiar with the currents

· Do not go in too deep

· Do not  dive in water where the bottom surface is not visible or where you do not know the depth

· Keep a watchful eye on the rest of the family, especially the smaller children

· Try not to swim on your own

· Do not overexpose yourself to the sun, remember there is a hole in the ozone layer letting through more than the normal level of ultra violet radiation.  Obey UV warnings to stay out of the direct sun between 10H00 and 15H00.

3.
Camping / Picnicking
· Select the area carefully

· Avoid remote areas

· Watch out for the criminal element

· When making a fire, make sure that the fire will stay under control and cannot spread

· Watch out for insects, reptiles and other animals that could cause you harm

· Avoid littering

· Keep the weather conditions in mind all the time

· Keep your fellow campers or picnickers in mind and avoid unnecessary noise in the later evening

· Keep to the rules of the campsite where applicable
